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Cospicua Primary is a state school which caters for children between the ages 3 and 11.  Pupil population is currently of 211 children.  This scholastic year there are 5 Kindergarten classes and 12 classes from year 1 to year 6, with two classes in each year group.  The school staff includes 3 members in the Senior Management Team, 5 Kindergarten Assistants, 16 regular teachers and 15 Learning Support Assistants.  Most of the children at Cospicua Primary  come from a socially disadvantaged background, but the school makes its utmost to provide a positive environment for these children.  The school provides various services to cater for challenging behaviours encountered.  These include SEBD, counselling, anti-bullying and guidance services.  Cospicua Primary is offering these children a structured, healthy and functional model of society.  The school’s curricular emphasis is on nurturing critical and creative thinking.  The school adopts differentiated teaching and a variety of methodologies and strategies to cater for the children’s different needs.  Multi-level teaching has also been adopted in the upper years, where children are grouped according to their ability in the three core subjects.  The school also participates in after school activities and programmes such as Klabb 3-16 and Klabb Nahla that extend academic aid even after school hours.  School activities are geared to widen children’s perspective and help them be receptive to the world outside.  Activities nurture and develop skills needed by learners to be active participants and contributors in a global context.
